After consultation with and receiving approval from the Office of the Governor, | am hereby
waiving the following laws in order to assist the state, and its citizens prepare and respond to COVID-19
until May 15, 2020, unless otherwise modified by the Department.

Notification of Potential Exposure to COVID-19 for First Responders

19 CSR 20-20.090(2) shall be waived to the extent necessary to allow the notification under the rule for COVID-
19 exposure, regardless if the patient is admitted or not.
