During a pandemic flu outbreak or other public health emergency, traditional community
and cultural framewds may break down or be significantly interrupted. Local families,
neighborhoods, and communities should be encouraged to establish a contrasedty
program called the Neighbto-Neighbor (N2N) Network. The N2N Network

encourages "olflashioned" commuity support between neighbors and friends. This

kind of solidarity ensures those local citizens with special needs and considerations (such
as physical limitations) are cared for and are helped to maintain a quality of life during a
pandemic outbreak. HE Platte County Health Department has established an N2N
network.
